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High level British delegation visits SECP

ISLAMABAD, January 27: A high level British delegation, headed by Dr. Andrew Parmley,
the Lord Mayor of City of London, visited the SECP on Friday. He was accompanied by
H.E. Richard Crowder, Deputy High Commissioner, Islamabad, and H.E. Belinda Lewis,
Deputy High Commissioner, Karachi, and Director, Department of International Trade,
Pakistan. The delegation comprised of representatives of public and private sectors, and
included Mr. Peter Estlin, Sheriff of the City of London and Mr. Ben Cackett, Head of
Export and Investment, Economic Development Office. The SECP side was represented
by the Chairman, Commissioners and senior officers.

The delegation was given a comprehensive briefing on the working and achievements of
the SECP. The comprehensive regulatory reform work undertaken by SECP in the last 2
years came under discussion. The development road map of the SECP with respect to
Capital Markets, Islamic Finance and Insurance sector were also discussed in detail. The
presentation was followed by questions about the capital markets and the opportunities
that Pakistan offers. The questions were answered by the SECP team.
