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SECP Holds Consultative Session with Registered Intermediaries in Karachi

Karachi, December 22, 2025 —The Securities and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP) held
a consultative session with Registered Intermediaries (RIs) in Karachi to seek stakeholder feedback
on the proposed Framework for Registered Intermediaries.

The proposed framework introduces mandatory training requirements aimed at enhancing
compliance standards and strengthening procedural capacity of Registered Intermediaries. In
parallel, it proposes the abolition of periodic renewal requirements, replacing them with a
structured and continuous learning and evaluation mechanism. These measures are intended to
improve the overall effectiveness of Rls, promote higher standards of service delivery, and
strengthen corporate compliance.

During the session, participants were also briefed on expanded access to SECP’s Financial
Institutions Portal, which enables instant and cost-effective digital verification of company profiles
and key corporate records. This initiative is part of SECP’s broader digitalization and ease-of-doing-
business agenda, aimed at improving efficiency, transparency, and stakeholder facilitation.

SECP reaffirmed its commitment to stakeholder engagement and regulatory reforms that support
a robust, transparent, and well-governed corporate and financial sector.
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
